 Things were looking good for 
the Greenville Lady Lakers half 
way through the third quarter of 
last Saturday’s State Champi-
onship game.  That’s when Fort 
Fairfield changed up their de-
fense and propelled themselves 
to a state title over the Lakers, 
67-59.  
   After ending the first half 
with a flourish and leading 40-
34, Greenville seemed to take 
control of the game, building an 
11 point lead, 48-37, with just 
over four minutes to go in the 
third quarter, the Lady Lakers 
looked like they were on their 
way to a state championship.  
Unfortunately at this point Fort 
Fairfield went on a 15-2 run of 
their own to end the third quar-
ter and took a slim 2-point lead.  
Fort Fairfield extended their 
pressure to the full court and 
it seemed to bother the Lak-

ers.  “  We seemed to rush it too 
much and turned the ball over.” 
Greenville Junior Gretel Breton 
stated.  
   The Greenville girls had set 
a pattern during the season, 
of having difficult first halves 
in games but then turning it 
around and playing well in the 
second half to win.  “We were a 
great second half team all year, 
I don’t know what happened 
against Fort Fairfield.”  Green-
ville senior center Saige Weeks 
stated.
   Fort Fairfield was able to ride 
the momentum and build on a 
two point third quarter lead.  
They seemed to make the Lak-
ers pay for every mistake.  “Our 
defense was a little sleepy.”  
According to Weeks.  As the 
clock wound down the Lakers 
were forced to foul the Tigers 
and they showed their profi-
ciency from the free throw line 
shooting an outstanding 13-17 
in the fourth quarter, continu-
ally widening the gap between 
themselves and the Lakers.
   Even though the final score 
wasn’t in the Lakers favor, the 
pride felt for the team by their 
fans was evident.  The girls 
were a great example of what 
you can accomplish with a little 
hard work.  The community and 
school are extremely proud of 
their efforts.
   The Lakers were led in scor-
ing by McKenna Peat, with 18 
points, Gretel Breton with 16, 
Saige Weeks scored 14, Miranda 
Drinkwater contributed 6 points 
with Carli Peat getting 5 points.  
Greenville combined with Fort 
Fairfield to set the record for the 
highest scoring game in a class 
D State Title Game.   McKenna 
Peat observed through obvious 
disappointment, “Even though 
we didn’t win, being able to 
go to states was a pretty sweet 
experience.” Gretel Breton 
summed up the season, “It was 
a wicked fun season and a great 
accomplishment.” 

   GREENVILLE - Snowmo-
bile racers and spectators from 
all over the state are excited 
about participating in the first, 
ever USCC Cross-Country 
Snowmobile Race being held in 
Greenville on March 20th. The 
MRSC/USCC race committee 
has received calls from as far 
away as Maryland and the mid-
west from people expressing 
great anticipation for this Pro/
Am race.   Racers are very ex-
cited about possibly becoming 
the first Maine State Amateur 
Champion and then watching the 
pro’s tackle our mini-snowcross 
course in front of all the spec-
tators at Bullwinkle’s Raceway 
in the Junction.   The $10,000 
purse and 11 cash award classes 
should be a huge draw for rac-
ers from all over the northeast. 
   Adding to the excitement will 
be a trailer-truck load of Arctic 
Cat 2011 demonstration sleds 
that can be tried out on the near-
by trails as well as local dealers 
showing off their new and left-
over sleds to purchase.  Just a $5 
gate fee (children under 10yrs 
are free) allows you see all the 
action at the racetrack specta-
tor area where there should be 
continuous excitement starting 
at around 9:00 am.   The rac-
ers will run laps, from a stag-
ger start, on a grueling 12-mile 
race loop up into Little Moose 
Mountain and back to the race-
track.  A track announcer will 
keep you informed of the rac-
ers positions as they race.  Race 
classes include a wide variety of 
choices from: pro 600, semi pro 
600, age classes from 30-50, the 
Sport 600 which includes the 
Maine State Amateur Champi-
onship, the women’s 600 and 

junior classes for 14-17yr olds 
and 10-13yr olds.   This is a 
USCC points race, so we expect 
the pros from the mid-west and 
the northeast to show up to keep 
their points standings intact. So 
if you are into racing, don’t miss 
this chance to test your skills 
and your sled against other rac-
ers with similar equipment.  To 
enter the race, go on the USCC 
website (usccracing.com) for 
all the details on how to register 
for the race, tech requirements 
and safety requirements, etc. 
You must register on-line with 
USCC before the race and sign 
in at Moosehead Motorsports 
in the Junction on Friday eve-
ning or early Saturday morn-
ing in order to qualify for the 
tech inspections and the race 
itself.  We will be posting an ac-
tual schedule of the entire event 
within the next week. Check 
on-line at www.maine100.com. 
   The race committee believes 
that this race could grow into a 
huge annual event for Green-
ville and the State of Maine.  In 
the mid-west, where the USCC 
has put on races for years, some 
races have grown into 3-day 
events that draw hundreds of 
spectators and a great variety 
of racers.   We need your sup-
port (spectators and racers) 
for our first attempt at bring-
ing “big-time” snowmobile 
racing to Maine.   For more

   Elaine and Robert Perkins live 
in Concord Township, across the 
Kennebec River, from Bingham.  
35 years ago Elaine’s mother, 

Doris Hewitt, purchased molds 
for French Porcelain dolls.  
Elaine was teaching classes in 
ceramics at the time and the 
two began to experiment with 
the process.  They found it dif-
ficult at first, but after time, they 
began to make progress.  These 
were not ordinary dolls, but high 
quality reproductions of French 
Porcelain dolls from the 18th 
Century.  Today, Elaine contin-
ues to create fine art with the 
same passion she shared with 
her mother 35 years ago.  Creat-
ing these reproductions requires 
a high level of skill and patience.  
Elaine has participated in minia-
ture dollhouse and hobby shows 
from Maine to Washington, DC.  
She has exhibited her art at Co-
lonial Williamsburg in Virginia.  
Each year, she and her husband 
Robert travel to Augusta to pres-
ent Elaine’s work at the White-
field Lions Club Model Railroad 
& Doll House Show.  This is the 
23rd year of the event.  This year 

the show was held at the Maine 
National Guard Armory in Au-
gusta, with 100 participants.  At 
first, it may sound odd that a 
show would combine both doll 

houses and trains in the same 
event, but by combining the two 
hobbies, the Lions Club is able 
to hold an event that would at-

tract an entire family.  The skill 
set involved to create the end 
result is the same. Hobbyists 
from all over the State of Maine 
participate in this yearly event 
and exhibit their skill in creat-
ing their own miniature worlds.  
Those attending the show have 
the opportunity to purchase 
items from each of the exhibi-
tors.  Elaine’s husband Robert 
helps her in selling her creations 
and provides moral support.  Ac-
cording to Robert, creating the 
dolls has a therapeutic value.  
The act of creating of a minia-
ture world can relax and remove 
the stresses of daily life.
   According to Steve Laundrie, 
organizer of the event, this is the 
second largest found raiser of 
the year for the Whitefield Lions 
Club and this year’s crowd was 
one of the largest ever to attend 
the event.  In addition to doll 
house displays, the event high-
lights train historical societies 
and presents working train lay-
outs in several different scales 

including HO, O-Gauge, and 
G-Gauge (garden scale) trains.  
Garden scale trains are intended 
for use not only inside, but can 
operate outside in a landscaped 
garden setting. HO scale train 
layouts are more realistic in their 
presentation and require hours 
of work to create a high degree 
of detail.  O-gage trains, usu-
ally Lionel or American Flyer, 
are more traditional and require 
more space due to their size.  
These O-Gauge trains can range 
from a fanciful representation to 
highly detailed and realistic rep-
resentation of real equipment.
   The event draws interest from 
people of all ages and provides 
opportunity to meet artisans 
proud of their creations. There 
is enough diversity to please 
everybody and enough stuff to 
keep adults and kids busy build-
ing doll houses and running train 
layouts.
